Mission Story by Martha Neba-Mbandi from Cameroon 
 

        It's that time again, on the Sunday following Christmas, to observe the 
traditional Moravian Love Feast in Fellowship Hall. This Love Feast dates back 
to followers of Jan Hus of Prague, the reformer martyred in 1415, who paved 
the way for the Lutheran Reformation one hundred years later. Their love 
feasts were reminiscent of the earliest Christians' in-home love feasts, called "Agape" meals, signifying the 
highest form of Christian love. 
 

       After years of persecution in Bohemia and Moravia (today's Czech Republic) and then refuge in Germany, 
the Moravians migrated to North America in the 1740's where they settled in Winston-Salem, NC, and 
Bethlehem, PA, where they became missionary zealots, spreading the Gospel to Native Americans and 
around the world. 
 

        The traditional Love Feast celebrates the birth of Christ through scripture, prayers, singing hymns, 

lighting candles, and serving of sweet buns and coffee or cocoa. It also includes listening to mission stories. 
We did not have one the past two years because Christmas fell on Friday and Saturday, not leaving enough 
time to set up. At our last Love Feast in 2008, Nancy Jane Edelman updated us on our partnership with the 
Diakonia of the Evangelical Church of the Czech Brethren - what we have done in the past, and what exciting 
possibilities we have for future partnership there. 
 

        This year we are pleased to have our mission story given by Martha Neba-Mbandi, native of Cameroon. 
Martha told her story as a Christian in Cameroon at the 2010 World Day of Prayer service at St. Joseph 
Catholic Church in O'Hara. Raised in a very large and very poor family, she was educated in England where she 
earned a diploma in nursing from the University of Liverpool. Returning to Cameroon, she worked in the 
public health sector for 21 years as a nurse/midwife, assistant director of public health, and later as the head of 
the department of Mother and Child Welfare at the provincial level. 
 

         Martha moved to Pittsburgh in 1994 and obtained a Master of Divinity degree from Pittsburgh 
Theological Seminary in 2007. She is now a Ph.D candidate in the Department of Education at Robert Morris 
University with plans to return to Cameroon and develop a functional secondary school education model, and 
a sustainable financing system which can be used to provide secondary education for all children around the 
globe, especially those in developing countries. This is her vision, her dream to make young people in her 
home country and other third world countries self- reliant, and not dependent of handouts or band-aids. She 
is a vibrant woman with a compelling message you don't want to miss.  
 

         This is a popular Christmastime celebration, not only among our church members, but also in the 

community. This year, in addition to the traditional Moravian music with choir, youth soloist and flute, there 
will be some African music with drums and guitar. Please plan your New Year's Eve so that you can come and 
bring all your family, friends and visiting guests to join our Moravian Love Feast service, celebrating Christ's 
love around the table, around the world.

Mohandas Gandhi pioneered in developing the philosophy and practice of nonviolence. 
On the vast subcontinent of India, he led a colonial people to freedom through 
satyagraha, or soul force, defeating the greatest empire on earth, the British Raj. 
 
Not long after Gandhi's death, Martin Luther King, Jr. found in the Mahatma's philosophy 
the key he was searching for to move individualistic religion to a socially dynamic 
religious philosophy. He said that the spirit of Christ and the method of Gandhi was the 
combination that made means and ends consistent and powerful. Its application led to a 
movement that propelled the struggle for civil rights into a nonviolent revolution that 
changed the course of U.S. history.
