As our bodies age, we harden in places designed to be supple, even as we soften in places that should stay firm. 
Muscles and bones become mush, while tissues designed to be soft and supple harden. One of those areas of 
hardening that we’re dealing with right now in my family is the hardening and thickening of hearing mechanisms, 
resulting in the need for investing in those horrendous amplification appliances known as hearing aids. Age has 
hardened our parents’ ears so we need to ratchet up the volume in order for their hearing to register. Already I have 
faced a similar problem with my eyes, as the formerly soft lenses that once bent easily to adjust from distant to close-
up vision have hardened so that I can no longer see close-up. 
 

The condition of hardening of bodily tissues that should be soft and supple is often termed “sclerosis” – something 
especially deadly when our arteries are hardened by fat buildups, and thus rendered unable properly to conduct blood 
flow. A critical part of the body that should be open and supple has narrowed and hardened, compromising the heart’s 
ability to pump blood throughout our system. 
 

John Calvin refers to his personal spiritual life very little. In the one place where he speaks of his personal conversion, 
he says, “God by a sudden conversion subdued and brought my mind to a teachable frame, which was more hardened 
in such matters than might have been expected from one at my early period of life.” (Introduction, Commentary on the 
Psalms.) Scripture often speaks of rebellion against God in terms of “hardness of heart,” and the prophets promise that 
when God goes to work on us, it is to give us a “new heart” that is teachable rather than obstinate. (See Jeremiah 31; 
Ezekiel 36) 
 

“Teachability” is a necessary condition for being the kind of person God wants me to be. James says that one of the 
marks of godly wisdom is that it is “willing to yield” (James 3:17) – which may be one of the best definitions of 
teachability anywhere.  
 

I don’t know about you, but I find my flexibility being deeply challenged at this juncture in my life and ministry. I find 
myself called to stretch in places that don’t want to stretch, and to be firm in places where relaxing would be a whole lot 
easier. 
 

One way our hearts harden is by emphasizing one aspect of truth at the expense of another. Rather than having 
enough openness and flexibility to embrace the full range of truth, we stake our claim around one corner of the truth as 
though it were the whole. 
 

This affliction often affects how we conduct our ministry. Frankly, I sometimes felt like that church I was being called to 
serve as pastor expected me to do just about everything simultaneously – always be visiting the sick, always be in the 
office, always be out in the community, always be in study and prayer, and so on. I was sorely tempted to respond by 
hardening around doing a few things I preferred, and leaving the rest unattended. Similarly, like all who are ordained to 
office in the PCUSA, I promised at my ordination always to seek the “peace, unity, and purity of the church.” But I have 
tended to harden around one – I’m a “unity” guy, others rally around “peace,” while some focus their energy on “purity.” 
When push comes to shove, which of the three matters most? – such a question already indicates the onset of spiritual 
sclerosis. Far too many of our congregational and presbytery debates see the peace, purity, and unity folk lined up 
against each other rather than working together. Such alignments are signs of systemic spiritual sclerosis. 
 

A healthy body will stretch rather than harden around core functions. A healthy church will not rest until all three 
features of church health are vital. Peace, unity, and purity are competing values only in a church laden by sclerosis. A 
healthy church system is flexible enough to embrace them all, even when it seems at first that they may be at cross-
purposes. A healthy church will not harden around one or two at the expense of the others. 
 

Let us pray that the Lord softens us spiritually, so that we may be equally and uncompromisingly committed to the 
church’s peace, unity, and purity for which Jesus poured out his soul in fervent prayer and his life in sacrificial offering.

In The Disciple Making Church, Glenn McDonald describes Agape love as the love that God 
has for each one of us and the love that he commands we willingly share with others—not if 
and when we feel like it, but always (page 167).

Year of Discovery: February Update 
 

Our efforts to discover God’s calling for our church continue. 
 

First, we want to thank each and every member of the church who took the time to 
participate thoughtfully and prayerfully in the survey designed by Holy Cow Consulting — 
the Church Assessment Tool (or CAT scan)— during the last week of January and February.  
We hope to have the results in time for the Session Retreat at the end of the month. 

 

We also want to thank all committee and staff members who have provided their 
responses to our questionnaires and all who have been reading and discussing Glenn 
McDonald’s book, The Disciple-Making Church, and praying for our efforts.  What a blessing 
to hear from Glenn McDonald in person on January 28 and 29! 

 

Our strategic planning process continues in February and March with some community 
and congregational interviews to complement these surveys and our other efforts at 
discernment, including the insights from the prayer/study groups and the outreach of our 
action groups. 

 

The strategic planning team has been reviewing statistical data on our area provided by 
MissionInsite to try to discover what is happening in our neighborhood, and we hope to 
share this information in coming weeks, beginning with the Session Retreat at the end of 
the month. 

 

In addition to getting reports on all these efforts, the Session Retreat will study and 
discuss Reggie McNeal’s book, The Present Future:  Six Tough Questions for the Church — 
another thought-provoking book that we hope will challenge us as we consider the way 
ahead. 

 

In the following two months, March and April, the focus will shift from trying to discern 
what God is doing in our community to what God is calling our church to do.  Our hope is 
to hold another session retreat at the end of this period of reflection to try and bring 
together all the insights of this process of discernment and to identify goals, missional 
challenges, and adaptive changes with a focus on initiatives.

And yes, I know how lonely life can be 
The shadows follow me 

And the night won't set me free 
But I don't let the evening get me down

                         Don McLean 
 

 One of the greatest of our troubadours, Don McLean, recorded this magnificent love 
song in Berkeley, CA in 1969 at the time of the student riots which were occurring just outside 
the studio’s doors. Three years later, he recorded another huge hit in “Vincent”, the famous 
“Starry, Starry Night” piece. For me, the two are inextricably bound. Van Gogh painted his 
masterpiece, “Starry Night”, from what he saw out of his sanatorium window while he was 
hounded by his personal demons. It was a lonely life with dark shadows in nights of restless 
terror that never set him free. The evening finally did get him down after a frenzied bout of 
madness left him lying with a bullet in his gut from which he died of blood poisoning within 48 
hours. His was a life without love, except for his cherished brother, Theo, who could not be 
around him most of the time. I suppose Vincent wondered, too, how he lived till now. 
 

 Just as they poignantly touched McLean and Van Gogh, stars, and I do mean the 
wondrous full panoply of all the stars in heaven, seem to have overpowering affects on most 
people. Only twice have I seen the night sky so pierced with starlight as to make it almost 
impossible to see the blackness of the night: once in the Arizona desert outside of Tucson, and 
the other on the fantail of a cruise ship in the inland passage of Alaska. Both times, I can easily 
remember the awe of witnessing this majestic sight. It is overwhelming. For me, however, 
there is something else, not mind boggling but rather a niggling notion, one that keeps 
prodding me to think that I, a minuscule human, am not so great after all. For all these years, 
and yes for all these centuries, I, together with my human clan, have labored under the thought 
that, through our own efforts, we can improve our lives, our thoughts, even our approach to 
the infinite, but then the starry night places everything into perspective, and I realize that only 
God’s grace can make any sense out of all of this. We are to love our God with, among other 
things, all our mind, but it is only God’s grace that allows us to contemplate the infinite with 
any wisdom.  We may be able to roam among the stars some day, but it is still left to God’s 
grace to give us any meaningful sense of that. 

Some Thoughts—#16 



  
 There is, however, another reference to a starry, starry night which should be 
discussed. This comes from Immanuel Kant, the preeminent philosopher of his day (1724-
1804). In his book, Critique of Practical Reason, he says: “Two things fill the mind with ever 
increasing wonder and awe…the starry heavens above me and the moral law within me.” I 
hasten to add that the über-genius Kant, a paladin of the German professor image, never 
married and never budged more than 15 miles from home – so what does he know ;-).    
Seriously, though, Kant should be seen as the progenitor of modern liberal protestant 
theology. His entire opus is considered to be the philosophical equivalent of the Copernican 
astronomy, a completely new way to think about just about everything. It has influenced and 
continues to influence, both positively and negatively, subsequent theological thinking. With 
God we encounter a boundary we cannot cross, but one at which we have a sense of the 
reality of God, of "what bears the whole" (universe). In other words, his awe of the starry 
heavens leads him to ruminate about the idea of God, not the acts of God or the God of 
history, but the concept of God. The boundary idea has influenced theologians from his time 
to the present. It has been said that Kant reduced God to wishful thinking, and religion to an 
assist in our moral life. This gives rise to Kant’s ability to attempt the realization of the 
Kingdom of God, exemplified by Jesus Christ, through the practical ethics generated by the 
moral law within him. This moralistic understanding of grace reduces his religion to what he 
can do to be worthy of this grace, something anathema to Luther and Calvin. 
  
 Be careful, therefore, if you think leading the moral life and striving to help others in 
distress and going to church every Sunday to take communion is what Christianity is all 
about. There is the matter of grace. There is nothing we can do to merit God’s grace; it is 
freely given and cannot be turned away. It is an expression of God’s love.  It is a gift from the 
heart to the heart that commits each to a boundless and sacrificial love one for the other.  It is 
exemplified by the gift of Jesus Christ whose birth we have just celebrated. With that in mind, 
I end with a final expression of starry night: 

 
  Away in a manger, no crib for His bed. 

The little Lord Jesus laid down His sweet head. 
The stars in the bright sky looked down where He lay. 
The little Lord Jesus asleep on the hay. 

 
Keep well, my friends.  Pray often.   
May stars attend your every dream.
