PHILOSOPHY
The Fox Chapel Presbyterian Church Preschool is a place where children are loved and encouraged to explore their wonderful world using their senses, feelings and minds.  Through play, children learn to think more clearly, share and cooperate, be sensitive to the needs of others and satisfy their curiosity about the world around them.  We believe that each child is a special gift from God.  Their thoughts and feelings are important and meaningful.  Our programs and teachers help children build self-confidence and a love and respect for others, as well as nurture their spirituality and appreciation of the wonders of God’s amazing world.

GOALS
FCPC Preschool programs strengthen children and families in these important areas:

Faith and Spiritual Growth -  Teaches  each child that God loves and cares for all of us; gently guides each child to be more loving, caring and Christ-like in his/her thoughts, words, actions and relationships. 

Self-Esteem and Independence - Encourages each child to take pride in his/her unique talents and qualities and teaches each child to be responsible and caring in his/her words and actions.

Interaction and Cooperation -  Nurtures  each child’s social skills and models the importance of listening, taking turns, following directions, simple rules and daily routines; working together as a team, and problem solving in healthy ways. 

Communication - Helps each child understand and express his/her emotions and ideas through the use of listening, visual cues and signs, talking, singing, drawing and writing.
Discovery and Exploration - Fosters a lifetime love for learning that allows all children to question observe and experiment. 

Physical Growth - Allows growing and active children to develop small and large motor skills and physical coordination through movement and play.

PRESCHOOL PROGRAMS
FCPC preschool offers 7 different classes, each based on principles and ethics set by The National Association for the Education of Young Children (NAEYC).  Programs are developmentally appropriate, emphasizing play as the primary source of learning. Various curricula are implemented, each encompassing the Department of Pennsylvania’s Learning Standards for Toddlers/Preschoolers. Currently the following curricula are being explored: ‘The Creative Curriculum; High Scope; Scholastic; and Houghton Mifflin.  Faith based curriculum includes The Family Bible Story by Ralph Milton, Young Children and Worship by Sonja Stewart and Jerome Berryman and Following Jesus by Sonja Stewart.Below are the scheduled classes, days and times.  (All children must be the required age by September 1 of the current school year.)
SMALL WONDERS – (W, F; 9:00 am-11:30 am)
Children learn through their senses. One year olds explore everything orally and tactilely. Therefore, the young toddler room is filled with toys, books, and materials that are stimulating to the senses. Staff takes extra care in ensuring safety and sanitation. Toddlers are free to explore without formal structure. Staff utilizes positive, guided direction and offers a nurturing, loving approach.  Children grow in confidence as they learn to trust others and spend short periods of time away from parents. Staff recognizes separation anxiety, both from the parent and the child’s view, and communicates daily regarding events, challenges, and experiences. Teachers model God’s loving ways by treating each child as a special, unique gift from God. 
TIME 4 TWOS - (M, W, F; T, TH or M, T, TH; 9:00 am-11:30 am)
Children learn about God’s love through the words and actions of teachers, friends, and family. Simple routines and rules help children feel safe and secure. Teachers incorporate positive reinforcement when helping toddlers become more autonomous. Self-help skills are addressed and encouraged.  The primary focus is on socializing and exploring a variety of materials that are educationally stimulating.  Children practice playing in a group setting that is both teacher and child-directed. 

THREES – (M, W, F or T, W, TH; 9:00 am-11:30 am)
Children are able to sit for longer periods during circle time, follow a routine, and adapt to group changes. Experiences are interactive, imaginative, and rich with literacy, math and early academic foundations for learning. Teachers utilize simple Bible stories to model virtues.  Children are encouraged to express their thoughts and feelings. Teachers recognize that physical, social, emotional, and cognitive changes occur at different rates, and provide for the individual needs of each child. 
PRE-K FOURS- (M, W, and F; T, W, and TH; 9:00 am - 2:00 pm or M-F; 9:00 am-11:30 am)

Children are confident and proud to show off their skills and talents. Teachers incorporate activities that promote healthy self-esteem. Children begin to ask about God and enjoy utilizing Bible stories in their play. They explore more advanced methods in a literacy rich learning environment, and demonstrate increased independence through both teacher and child directed activities. All domains of learning are stressed, including math, science, social studies, language arts, literacy and the arts. 
ADVENTURES IN ART – (T, TH; 9:00 am-11:30 am or 11:40 am-2:10 pm)

Gifted teachers, who possess an art background, offer a more fully developed art class, emphasizing technique and creativity. Children (3s and 4s) explore artists with uniquely different styles, and incorporate these techniques and concepts into creating a portfolio of work. Into the curriculum, staff integrates literature that supports the concepts of the artist.  Pollock, Klimt, Van Gogh, and Mondrian are some of the artists studied.  When developmentally appropriate, parallels are introduced between the artwork and Bible stories or holidays.
LUNCH BUNCH – (M, W or F; 12:00 noon-2:00 pm)

Children have opportunities to socialize, eat lunch together while modeling healthy eating habits and manners, and explore a more specialized theme, such as ‘dinosaurs’ or create long term projects, such as self-portraits. Children bring their lunch to preschool and interact with children from the other 4s classes during this time. 

EXTENDED DAY – (M-F, 1-3 days only: 12:00 noon-2:00 pm)

This class is designed for 3s and 4s who desire to add further study of the Biblical story/virtue or seasonal topics. Children bring their lunches, socialize with other peers and teachers while eating and practicing healthy habits, and engage in speech/language opportunities.   

Specials
CHILDREN AND WORSHIP/CHAPEL
On the first Tuesday and Wednesday of each month, Delinda Donovan, Director of Christian Nurture, facilitates a special worship service in the chapel for preschoolers in the 2s, 3s and 4s classes. This worship experience, designed for children, is based on the books Young Children and Worship by Sonja Stewart and Jerome Berryman and Following Jesus by Sonja Stewart.  A worship context is used instead of an educational concept.  Children learn that worship transforms ordinary time and space into sacred time and space.  “Where education attempts to explain and interpret mystery, worship allows us to experience the presence of God as a way of knowing.”  As children enter the peaceful worship center they learn to focus on the stories of God.  They learn that this is a place where we talk and listen to God and where others are gathered to do the same.  Children experience the Bible stories through hands-on three dimensional materials followed by thoughtful wondering questions, expressing awe and amazement which lead into prayers of thanksgiving and praise.

MUSIC WITH LIBBY
Once a week, children participate in traditional piano favorites.  Libby Petrolias, former teacher at FCPC, facilitates song through finger plays and movement.

KINDERMUSIK
Twice a month, 2s, 3s and 4s participate in Kindermusik classes led by Drew Martier.  Each Kindermusik class includes several important components. Singing and rhymes are used to develop language skills, encourage expressive vocal use, nurture the development of pitch, and increase awareness of the sounds and rhythms in speech. Movement, including free dance, patterned movement, and musical movement-stories, provides the physical experience which children need to explore and understand abstract concepts, allows expression of emotion in self and in the music, builds coordination, and assists in growing social skills. Instrumental play nurtures awareness of sound quality or timbre, allows individual exploration of ways sound is produced and how that sound can be modified, develops steady beat, and gives a basis for play as part of an ensemble. 

FAITH-BASED MUSIC WITH RYAN
Ryan Slye, 4s teacher, will be leading ALL children in faith-based music, much of which correlates with Chapel Worship songs. Children will have opportunities to compare/contrast guitar (Ryan)/piano (Libby), and appreciate the beauty and simplicity of song through one instrument. 

SUMMER BIBLE PROGRAM
When offered, this program gives children exciting adventures over eight weeks in June and July.  Based on Bible stories, the developmentally appropriate curriculum offers Bible verses, music, games, crafts and theater fun.  


OUR ADMISSION POLICY 
Admission to any program is based on space availability.  Registration is open first to children of families currently enrolled in any Fox Chapel Presbyterian Church Preschool Program and to members of Fox Chapel Presbyterian Church.  We welcome families of all denominations.  A deposit is required to reserve a spot for your child.  Registration is then opened to the community and applicants are admitted based on the date of their application.  Before any child can begin, each family must complete and return the Emergency Contact/Parental Consent Form, a Child Information Form, and Annual Health Assessment Form, signed by your physician with a copy of the Immunization Records.

TUITION PAYMENT AND REIMBURSEMENT 
A non-refundable registration fee of $50.00 is required for any program.  Families, who have more than one child enrolled only need pay $50.00. Parents must register for the entire year.
We are a non-profit organization.  Tuition is based on the costs of operating the Preschool.  Tuition is requested in advance. September 1st is the deadline for full payment for the fall term.  January 1st is the deadline for full payment for the spring term. Payment in full  must be in place prior to your child starting class.  

Please contact the Director if you have questions regarding financial assistance.  
A written notice is required before withdrawing your child.  After terms starts, no refunds are given except under special circumstances (e.g. family moves away due to job). The Preschool Committee will review any special case to determine if a tuition refund is warranted.  All refunds are pro rated. Tuition is not adjusted for holidays, inclement weather, absences, or teacher in-service days. 

Checks should be made to FCPC Preschool, and placed in the lock box by the Director/Business Manager’s office door.
TUITION ASSISTANCE POLICY

Tuition Assistance is available to families in need but it is limited in total dollars available and therefore in the amount to each family based on the number of accepted applicants and family needs.  Once a family has requested, completed, and returned the application (see Director or Business Manager for this), along with further documentation, members of the Preschool Committee will meet to review the application. Decisions regarding tuition assistance are made before the preschool year begins and again before the second term begins.  All information is kept confidential.
WEBSITE INFORMATION
Information regarding Preschool Programs, Parent Handbook (Teachers’ Contact Information, Policies and Procedures) and our Preschool Calendar of Events is available through our website at FCPC.us.  Please be sure to visit our website for our Director’s Monthly Newsletter, changes in our schedule and other information.
FEDERAL EMPLOYEE IDENTIFICATION NUMBER (EIN)
The tax id number needed when submitting Preschool payments for tax credit is 25-1028115.  Please keep this number with your tax information.  The Finance Office greatly appreciates this.
ARRIVAL
Though it is understood inclement weather makes walking across the parking lot inconvenient, we ask that you be mindful of the handicapped parking spaces and fire lanes.  Please hold your child’s hand at all times when walking across the church parking lot.  Enter the church through the covered walkway and into the red tile area or down the outside steps toward Fellowship Hall (gym).  Once inside, be aware of where your child is at all times. Keep your child away from the elevator buttons or from standing on the reflection fountain wall.  Please supervise your children so that they walk in the halls or socialize after preschool in a safe area.  
Each classroom door has STOP and GO signs. When the STOP sign is displayed, the teachers are not ready to receive children. When the GO sign is displayed, parents can accompany their child into the room and help them store their belongings, class snacks or lunches.  Parents should wash their hands, and, if appropriate, assist their child to do the same.

Parents are expected to arrive for preschool classes on time.  Continued late arrival disrupts the daily routine and prevents children from learning consistency and responsibility.  Please make sure that your child eats breakfast and uses the bathroom before-hand.  

Staff will greet both child and parent. This is a time to communicate any special circumstances or concerns.

Each preschool will have a Daily Attendance Log.  Parents are to legibly sign both first and last names each day upon arrival as well as pick-up.
DISMISSAL
Please wait in the hall by your child’s classroom and sign your child out on the Daily Attendance Log. Teachers will dismiss each child only to those authorized on the Emergency Contact/Parental Consent Form.    Any changes must be submitted in writing. If there is an emergency, any pick up person must show a driver’s license. A phone call to the parent will confirm this as well.  

Be prompt when picking up your child each day. Late pick ups result in delays in staff cleanup and afternoon class preparations.  Parents will be charged $10.00 after a 5 minute grace period. An additional $1.00 will be charged every minute after.  If an emergency prevents a parent from coming promptly at the designated departure time, please call the office 412-963-8243 and ask to ring your child’s teacher.  If we do not hear from you after 15 minutes, we will begin calling the contacts on the Emergency Contact Form. 
In each child’s file will be the names of people authorized to pick up that child, as well as whom YOU are authorized to pick up.  All confidential information, including court orders denying release of children, will be kept locked in the Director/Business Manager’s office.
IMPAIRED PARENT OR DESIGNATED PICK UP PERSON

In response to the growing focus on child care issues, FCPC Preschool is concerned about the release of children to parents or other designated adults who appear to a staff member to be in an impaired condition.  If, in the judgment of the staff member, a parent or designated person appears to be unable to return a child home safely, then a staff member will remain with the child and the Director or Business Manager will be alerted as soon as possible.  If the parent is unwilling to provide alternative arrangements, the Director or Business Manager will contact the local police before the child is released.

CLOTHING RECOMMENDATIONS
Children must wear comfortable, washable clothing and have at least one extra set of seasonally appropriate clothing. Sweaters or sweatshirts with drawstring hoods are prohibited.  All clothing must be clearly marked with the child’s name.  Parents must provide enough diapers or pull-ups and if needed, diaper cream. Parents will be notified if clothing needs replaced to adjust to weather changes.  Appropriate shoes are needed for preschool.  FLIP FLOPS, CROCS AND ANY SHOE WITHOUT A SKID-FREE SOLE ARE UNSAFE FOR PLAY.

Staff will follow the NAEYC (National Association for the Education of Young Children) guidelines regarding outdoor play. Children will go outside daily for 15-20 minutes if the temperature is 40 degrees or above or 81 degrees or below.

PERSONAL BELONGINGS
Children should bring a simple, flexible tote bag each day to carry important papers and projects home.  Plastic bags are prohibited! Each child is assigned a cubby and coat hook to store personal belongings.  All items are to be labeled. Backpacks are not suitable for preschoolers.
Teachers will put wet clothing in a zip lock bag, stored away from the children and return them to the pick up person. 

It is discouraged for children to bring toys from home unless it is for ‘Show and Tell’ or necessary for transition.  If the item is needed for transition, the item may be used in the classroom with the hope that the need for this item lessens over time. The FCPC Preschool is not responsible for any lost or broken toys.  At all times, these toys are prohibited:

Plastic swords
Toy guns/squirt guns

Masks

Action figures

Toys not age-appropriate according to guidelines

Toys or items deemed to be a safety or choking hazard.

PRESCHOOL CLOSINGS AND CANCELLATIONS
If the Fox Chapel Area School District is closed due to inclement weather, we are closed. We may close for other issues that would impede the safe operation of the preschool. These include power outages, flooding, etc.  Closing information for the Fox Chapel Presbyterian Church Preschool is listed as early as possible. The calendar reflects 2 ‘make-up’ days for preschool closings.  If however, the preschool is closed for more than 2 days, there will be no additional make-up days. Tuition is not reimbursed for these. 

SNACKS/LUNCH
Preschool children enjoy a daily snack. Staff posts a ‘parent sign-up’ sheet for snack. Please refer to the snack list for healthy, safe suggestions. Parents are asked to respect and abide by the choking/health policy by not only sending in recommended foods, but also by cutting them accordingly. When sending lunch for Lunch Bunch or Extended, the same policy exists.  Parents should send silverware, plates, napkins and cups with packed lunches.

Please read all labeling to ensure that each item is nut free.  Companies occasionally change ingredients or the manufacturing process.
BIRTHDAYS
It is up to each classroom to decide how they would like to celebrate the birthdays and special days important to each child.  Staff welcomes parental input and participation.  We ask, however, that parents abide by the snack/health/safety policy when sending in special treats.

NUT ALLERGIES
Fox Chapel Presbyterian Church (FCPC) is committed to providing Christian nurture to all children and youth (these terms refer to anyone who is less than 18 years of age).  This nurture includes the safety, welfare and protection of all children participating in the activities and programs of FCPC, including the Preschool.  
Because of a number of persons of all ages with severe life threatening allergies (both oral and air-borne) to peanuts, peanut products, and other forms of nuts attend activities held in our facility, Fox Chapel Presbyterian Church endeavors to maintain a safe environment for these persons. Parents, participants and leaders should not bring any peanut or nut products in snacks or lunches into any Preschool classroom or office.  Everyone’s cooperation in helping our church to be a safe environment for our youngest members is greatly appreciated. 
If you would care to review more information about these matters, please see the Preschool Director.
Choking Hazards Guidelines
Because the size of a young child’s trachea or breathing tube is approximately the size of a drinking straw in diameter, choking continues to be one of the leading causes of death for children under the ages of five.   FCPC Early Childhood Ministries (FCPC Preschool, Children’s Ministries and Session) adopts these recommendations from the National Association for the Education of Young Children (NAEYC), the American Academy of Pediatrics and the Consumer Product Safety Commission.

These items are not allowed in any preschool room at any time:

· Peanuts and other nuts, products containing (or potentially containing) nuts, or products made on shared equipment.  Refer to product packaging. 
· Hard candy, including lollipops and gum

· Popcorn

· Chewy foods, such as marshmallows

· Latex balloons
These items are not allowed in rooms used by children under the age of 3 years but acceptable, with supervision, for children 3 or older:
· Uncut or whole grapes
· Uncut hard foods, including raw vegetables 
· Soft foods, such as cubes of cheese or caramels
· Hard pretzels or raisins
· Coins
· Marbles and small balls
· Small magnets
· Small batteries, safety pins, pen caps, and thumb tacks
· Uncut hotdogs 
· Toys labeled by the Consumer Product Safety Commission as not intended for use by children under age 3
Food accepted with modification:
· Grapes:  must be cut in quarters under age 3 and halves for 3s and 4s
· Hotdogs: must be cut in quarters lengthwise for 3s and 4s – and then again in ½” pieces for under age 3
· Hard foods, including fruits and vegetables: must be cut into 1/4” pieces for under age 3 and ½” pieces for 3s and 4s
· Soft foods: must be cut in ½” pieces for 3s and 4s

Families are asked to prepare foods according to the above requirements as well as follow the allergy policy both when providing snack items for the class or for individual lunches. Staff will comply with guidelines set above.

 HEALTH/SAFETY
We strive to provide a safe environment in the FCPC Preschool.  Parents are also asked to contribute to this safe environment by doing the following:
· Alerting staff if your child has a special challenge or medical condition. 
· Providing all information in an accurate and timely manner.  
· Alerting staff of changed cell phone numbers, addresses, or pick-up information.  
· Following proper protocol if your child requires medication; Staff will only administer medication if it is labeled and stored in the original bottle. Parents are to sign a release of information for all medication, creams, and sunscreens to be administered. 
· Informing staff if your child requires use of an Epi-Pen, inhaler, or other device.

· Informing staff of the proper instruction of these devices.  
· Providing to staff a written statement from the physician regarding use of medications. medications and devices.
Please Keep Your Child at Home if he/she displays the following:
· Contagious or infectious disease or symptoms of a disease.

· Diarrhea (with or without a fever).

· Feverish and persistent cough.

· Thick or yellow or green mucous drainage from nose or eyes, or has symptoms of ear or throat pain.

· Vomiting that has occurred within the past 48 hours.

· Difficulty breathing (not asthma related).

· Abnormal temperature for 24 hours without medication.

· Unusual rash.

· General malaise.

A parent shall be called to pick up the child if the following occurs:

· A child has diarrhea and has gone two times.

· Any of the above mentioned symptoms occurring while the child is in preschool.

· A child is involved in an accident that requires a parents’ immediate attention.

· A child has a temperature over 100 degrees.

· A child falls asleep.

· Staff feels the child would feel better staying home.

             (If your child becomes ill at preschool and we cannot reach you by phone within the   

             first 15 minutes, we will then start to call the people you have listed on your child’s  

             Emergency Contact Form.)

A parent may choose to arrive at the preschool to:

· Evaluate an injury.

· Give medication for non-contagious conditions.

· (Fever reducing medication may not be given however, to children with a fever over 100 degrees in lieu of taking him/her out of preschool.

A child may return to preschool when:

· Typical routines and appetite are restored.

· Medication has been administered for at least 24 hours or as indicated by physician.

· Rash has disappeared or has been determined to be non-contagious.

· Coughing, vomiting and/or diarrhea have ceased for 48 hours.

· Temperature has remained normal for a period of 24 hours without medication.

A physician’s release will be required upon a child’s return to preschool when:

· A child was sent home because of suspected contagious illness, including but not limited to: conjunctivitis, chicken pox, impetigo, measles, meningitis, ringworm, scarlet fever, flu, cdiff, strep throat, whooping cough, fifth disease, staph infections, hand/foot/and mouth disease.
Please notify the Director if your child has a communicable disease or contagious condition. By law, we have to inform everyone, including church personnel. Confidentiality is maintained at all times. 
The following resources were referred to when developing the FCPC Health/Safety Policy: The American Academy of Pediatrics; Model Child Care Health Policies, 4th Edition; Department of Public Welfare; and The National Association for the Education of Young Children.

INJURIES
In case of a minor injury, such as a scraped knee, a staff member trained in First Aid will administer treatment.  You will receive a completed incident report which is signed by the Director.  

If an unusual incident requires the service of the fire department, police department, or medical personnel, the Director will notify the family immediately. 

The physician, paramedics or the Director of Preschool Ministries, until parent arrives, will make any decisions regarding your child. The Director will accompany the child to the hospital or physician’s office and stay with the child until parent or legal guardian arrives. If the Director is not available, the Business Manager or appropriate staff/church administrator will attend.  You will be responsible for any resulting expenses not covered by the Fox Chapel Presbyterian Church insurance provider

EVACUATION/FIRE DRILLS
The Preschool practices fire drills during the year. The Preschool will also have an evacuation plan in place for an emergency. Parents will be informed immediately and directed how to proceed.  

FIELD TRIPS

Field Trips are usually reserved for the Pre-K 4s classes.  However, any classroom may plan a field trip and require the help of parents.  Parents must sign permission slips beforehand.  The Fox Chapel Presbyterian Church Preschool adheres to the state car seat and seat belt law. If your child requires a car seat, you should plan to drive on the field trips.  Parents will receive ample notice and detailed information from teachers before any field trip.
GRIEVANCE POLICY
Procedures when a difficult situation arises or a parent disagrees with a decision/rule/policy are as follows:
1. Any concern may be addressed with staff by scheduling a conference before or after preschool. The Director should be informed so that another impartial party is present. This is for both parent and staff protection.
2. If the problem has not been resolved, the parent should speak directly to the Preschool Committee Chairperson.

3. If necessary, all or some of the parties can meet to try to resolve the issue in a respectful, constructive manner.

PARENT CONFERENCES
All preschool classes will complete Progress Reports in November. Spring conferences for T4Twos, 3s and 4s include a developmental assessment of your child’s progress during the year.  Preschool is closed during 1 ½ conference days.  Child care will be provided for children whose parents are meeting with staff.  However, parents must pre-register, and may only use the child care for the allotted 15-20 minutes.
PARENT COMMUNICATION
All families have a right to privacy of their child’s records including injury reports, medical records, emergency contact information, disabilities, and other personal information.  Parents must sign a ‘Release of Information’ if there is to be specific communication between a service provider and staff.   All parents have a right to access their child’s records at any time. Parents have a right to observe their child at any time. The FCPC Preschool takes pride in assisting families to acquire help when needed and to provide additional resources if needed.  

Staff have extensive knowledge in utilizing Developmentally Appropriate Practices when working with young children. Classrooms have appropriate displays of simple rules and a daily schedule. Teachers provide an atmosphere where positive reinforcement is the means of discipline, and re-directing while ignoring inappropriate (but not dangerous) behaviors if possible.  Time out is used following age-appropriate guidelines.
Parents are welcome to volunteer in the classroom. We also welcome donations of supplies such as:  paper products, baby wipes, etc.
